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1998 Mississippi River Navigation Book

VICKSBURG, Miss., July 30, 1998 -- The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Mississippi Valley
Division, recently sent files and data needed to print the 1998 Flood Control and Navigation Maps of the
Mississippi River book to the Government Printing Office. Thiswill be the first volume to be produced
using the Regiona Engineering and Environmental Geographic Information System
(REEGIS) database.

REEGIS is a database containing digital maps of engineering structures for navigation and flood
control, environmental and fish and wildlife habitat, hydrography and topography, land use, soils and
geology, transportation, facilities, navigation aids and facilities, and other features of the landscape of
the Mississippi Valley. REEGIS is based on a standardized database design and is operated on the
Intergaph MGE platform. Automated mapping, facilities management and geospatial analysis for
engineering and environmental studies are some of the major functions of
REEGIS.
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The navigation book includes maps of the lower Mississippi River from mile 300 (above Ohio River)
to the Head of Passes, Southwest Pass and the Mississippi River Gulf Outlet. This mapping represents
about 1,400 miles of the inland waterway system.

The map sheet files, in pdf format, will aso be available on the Internet home page of the Mississippi
Valley Division at www.mvd.usace.army.mil.

The navigation book for the upper Mississippi River isin the process of being updated and is
scheduled to be completed |ate next year. The same format will be used as with the lower river book.
Charts from mile 0 to mile 300, above Ohio River, will be published in both the upper and lower river
books.

Printing is expected to be complete and the book made available to the public by late August, with
updates every three years. Y ou may purchase a copy of the book for $20 (plus $3 shipping) at any of the
following district locations:
