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Fiscal Year 2003 Civil Works Appropriation Act Provides
Funds for Mississippi Valley Division

VI CKSBURG, M ss., Feb. 4, 2002 -- The Fiscal Year 2003 President's Budget
has been rel eased and includes $837 mllion for the U S. Arny Corps of Engi neers,
M ssi ssippi Valley Division (MD), Cvil Wrks program

For the M ssissippi Valley Division, the breakdown of the budget request is
as follows:

General Investigations -- $12 million (for studies, design, coordination,

data collection and research and devel opnent);

Construction General -- $138 mllion (for project construction and major

rehabilitation, to include environnental features);

Operation and Mai ntenance, General -- $355 million (for the running and

upkeep of existing projects which include hydropower facilities, |ocks and dans,
recreation areas, navigable waterways and environnental features);

Fl ood Control, M ssissippi River and Tributaries -- $281 mllion (for the

study, design, construction, operation and mai ntenance for water resources
projects in the historic flood plain of the M ssissippi River from Cape
G rardeau, M., to Head of Passes, La.); and
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Formerly Wilized Sites Renedial Action Program (FUSRAP) -- $51 nillion (for
t he management of the programtransferred to the Corps fromthe Departnent of

Energy by the Energy and Water Appropriations Act, 1998. This program addresses
cl eanup of the radiol ogical contani nation generated by activities of the
Manhattan Engi neer District and the Atom ¢ Energy Conmi ssion during devel opnent
of atomi ¢ weapons in the 1940s and 50s).

The FY 2003 budget al so includes $151 nmillion for the nationw de Corps'
Regul atory Program and $161 nmillion for Ceneral Expense. These funds will be

di stri buted anong the eight Corps divisions. Funds for the Regulatory Program
are used for the permt programfor dredge and fill material in waters of the
United States. GCeneral Expense funds the operation of division headquarters.

The M ssissippi Valley Division is responsible for the Corps water resource
prograns in a 370,000-square-mile area that includes portions of 12 states; its
boundary extends from Canada to the Gulf of Mexico. District offices are
headquartered in St. Paul, Mnn.; Rock Island, Ill.; St. Louis, M.; Mnphis,
Tenn; Vicksburg, Mss.; and New Ol eans, La. The presidentially appointed
M ssi ssippi River Commission (MRC) is responsible for evaluating all projects
t hat inpact the Mssissippi River from Canada to the Gulf, as well as the
conpr ehensi ve M ssissippi River and Tributaries flood control and navigation
pr oj ect.

The m ssion of the MWD and its six districts is to provide quality,
responsi ve engi neering service to the Arny and the nation. The division oversees
t he pl anning, design, construction and operation of water resources and ot her
Civil Wrks projects to provide a variety of benefits, including flood damage
reduction, navigation, environmental stewardship, water supply, hydroelectric
power and recreation.
